






On a summer afternoon, current residents Daniel Jowlabar, 
14, and Timothy Abbey, 16, along with former resident Ali 

Ibssa, 19, talk about what they have gained from being at Megan 
Residential Treatment House and their hopes for their future. 

“Being at the Megan Residence is a very nice experience and 
the staff is very chill; they understand what’s really going on,” 
Daniel says.

When Ali had first come to the house he was diagnosed with 
schizophrenia. “I was on the second floor tying blankets and 
clothes together trying to make some contraption to get out of 
the room, I was going awol and  the last day here I wasn’t...” 

Ali who had come involuntarily due to his behaviour remembers 
showing up and being paranoid. He says, “I learned how to 
accept defeat… for example if you get off your program you 
can’t watch TV, you’ve got to learn what you did was wrong… 
discipline is fair here...” 
 
“It’s been a good experience so far getting to know people,” he 
continues. “I get to improve my lifestyle here, I’ve been learning 
to focus on what I’m supposed to do for my future.”
 
Ali, Timothy and Daniel all participated in the Dialectial 
Behavioural program at the Megan Residence and say the 
program helps them gain skills on how to better work situations 
out whether it be with the staff, police or others. It teaches them 
how to cope and deal with physical violence and talk situations 

out as well as increase potential and problem solving skills.
Timothy who has only been at the house for four weeks has seen 
his growth. “Independent, discipline-wise and I feel like I’ve 
grown more self aware,” he says. 

Daniel spoke on being able to do chores to make money and 
saving up to buy something he wants. In addition he says the 
experience has taught him that discipline is very important. 

All three boys have goals for their life after the Megan Residence. 
Daniel aims to have a better relationship with his parents. 
Similarly Timothy would like to have improved relationships 
with his family and friends, as well as to be strengthened 
mentally, spiritually and physically. And Ali, though already a 
graduate from the Megan Residence, has a current goal to find 
employment. 

The Megan Residence has definitely given these youth a chance 
at a new beginning bearing testament that it’s never to late to 
turn around on the road you’re on.
